Species at Risk Act

Passed by the House of Commons in June 2002

Purpose of the Act is to:

A To prevent wildlife from becoming extinct or extirpated in Canada
A To help the recovery of Extirpated, Endangered or Threatened species

A To manage Special Concern species to prevent them from becoming
further at risk

Independent sciencbasedassessment process

Prohibitions against killing or harming species,
residences, and critical habitat

Recovery and Management Planning
Stewardship



Species at Risk Act

o Critical habitat is the habitat necessary for the survival or
recovery of a listed endangered, threatened or extirpated
species

A All SARA listed species receive critical habitat protection on
federal lands.

A On all landsSARA requirethe protection of criticahabitat for
aquatic species

0 There is currently draft/proposed critical habitat for

Provincial recovery strategies (including information on habitat
needed for survival and recovery) = advice to decisnakers

Implement habitat protection through existing provincial tools and
regulatory processes (often includes evaluation of socioeconomic
Implications)
